AlM OF THE COURSE

and move loads using a vehicle loading crane (CV) in a variety of situations in compliance with Work Safe WA Standards and
Regulations for truck mounted cranes with a capacity greater than 10mTonne.

The course is aligned to the nationally recognized unit CPCCCM3002A Operate a truck mounted loading crane which
specifies the outcomes required to safely and effectively operate a truck mounted loading crane to load and unload building
products delivered from supplier to the construction site and includes set-up, operation, control and shut down of the crane.
This unit can also be presented for operators of vehicle mounted cranes with a capacity less than 10mTonne.

PREREQUISITES Must have basic English literacy skills and be over 18 years of age. To
complete the course in 1 day candidates must have DG high risk license

of Attainment which will be recognised nationally.

WHAT TO WEAR All course participants are required to wear appropriate work attire. Whilst
closed in shoes are a minimum requirement for attendance on any
course, steel capped safety boots are required for forklift, dogging, vehicle
loading crane (hiab) and rigging courses.
